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IMPORTANT NOTICE
The following resolution will be voted upon at an upcoming regular meeting:

“Be it resolved that Assumption Council No. 1694 K of C approve the proposed amendments to the Council’s By-Laws as suggested by the By-Laws Revision Committee. Respectfully submitted by John D. Ghigliotti, PGK,  Chairman of the By-Law Revision Committee.”
Proposed Changes to the By-Laws of Assumption Council #1694 K of C 
Article I, Section 2 – The initiation fee shall be $20.00 except that for applicants under 26 years of age it shall be $10.00 and for Priests and religious, and Squires in good standing, it shall be nil.

Article I, Section 3 – Each member shall pay dues annually. Honorary members shall pay $10.00, and honorary life and Squires in good standing shall pay nothing

Article I, Section 3 – The officers shall receive annual compensation, payable in quarterly installments at the end of each quarter as follows: Financial Secretary: From the Council an amount equal to five percent of the moneys collected on account of dues from both insurance and associate members, payable in quarterly installments at the end of each quarter.

Article III, Section 2 – The elective officers shall be as follows: Grand Knight, Deputy Grand Knight, Chancellor, Recorder, Treasurer, Advocate, Warden, Inside Guard, Outside Guard (two Inside and/or Outside Guards may be elected) and Board of Trustees.

Article III, Section 8 - ….In those cases relating to ipso facto forfeiture for failure to pay dues, such notice shall not be sent to the Supreme Secretary or to the member until an officer or member of the Retention Committee shall contact the member and endeavor to have him retain his membership.

Article IV, Section 4 - ….Due notice of special business meetings and their purpose shall be given to each member by way of the Council newsletter or other special mailing and no other business shall be transacted at any such meeting.

Article VII, Section 3 – No money in excess of $200.00 shall be paid or transferred from the Treasury of this Council, except as such moneys as the Council is called upon to regularly pay for its current expenses and as provided by the laws of the Order or for purposes approved by the Supreme Council of Board of Directors, unless a two-thirds vote of the members present and voting at the second monthly business meeting or at least fourteen days subsequent to a regular business meeting at which notice in writing of a resolution or intention to pay or transfer such money and shall have been given by way of the monthly Council newsletter and regularly read.
Article VII, Section 5 – Council Maintenance Fund – There will no longer be a Building Fund. The current balance in the “Building Fund” will be transferred into, and provide the corpus for, a new fund to b known as the Council Maintenance Fund. Fifty percent (50%) of the net profit from the Calendar Lottery, going forward, shall be regularly deposited into this fund. Ninety percent (90%) of that net profit shall be given to the pastor of St. Roch Church annually.
Article VIII, Section 2 – When notice of death of a member in good standing is received the Memorial Committee shall forward the family of the deceased a Resolution of Condolence on behalf of the Council.

Article IX, Section 1 – These By-Laws may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the members present and voting at a regular meeting held subsequent to a regular business meeting at which a resolution in writing providing for such amendment shall have been given to the members in writing or in the Council newsletter at least five days prior to the second meeting.
